Special Presentations (30 minutes)
i. Parking Presentation and Questions with Director of Transportation and Parking Services Ray Porras (30 minutes)
a. Director Porras presented on behalf of Transportation and Parking Services, which will be added as a supplementary document
b. Senator Fernandez asked if the bus is available Sunday, because she’s gone on the website and it doesn’t include Sundays
i. Director Porras explained that VCTC is in the process of making changes and the Sunday times are only for the connector. He has been contacting VCTC for clarification.
c. Director Porras asked that the presentation stay within Parking and Transportation Services and Student Government until the Town Hall. Director Porras concluded his presentation at 9:38 AM

ii. Discussion Item
i. Director of Events Paid Position Breakdown (President Hinojosa & Senator Fernandez 30 minutes)
a. Senator Perez asked for clarification on the amount of hours they would work
i. President Hinojosa responded that it would be a 10 hour position
b. Senator Ewing asked if they’d be required to be apart of 3 or 4 committees
i. Vice President Mumford explained that they would need to chair at least two committees and sit on at least one committee in addition to that
ii. Senator Ewing asked if this is in the bylaws
iii. Vice President Mumford stated that they are currently not in the bylaws
c. Senator Perez asked if … (52 mins)
d. Senator Ewing stated that the duties and requirements aren’t in there and asked if senators can amend the bylaws at any time
i. President Hinojosa stated that the bylaws can be amended at any time and this information is what she and Senator Fernandez came up with for the position but, ultimately, would like for this position to be a collaborative process within Student Government
e. Senator Perez asked if we approve to ask the BASC, will that set it in stone that this will be a paid position? If they choose to accept it, would it then be set in stone?
i. President Hinojosa explained that 
1. Advisor Alatorre recommended that this not be a student government request if not all members are sure about this as the funds would not be reallocated
f. President Hinojosa stated that no other volunteer positions receive access to the S:drive but Director of Events does due to the workload/type they engage in
g. Senator Perez stated that his biggest concern is that a lot of the expectations and what would work for student government isn’t in the bylaws for the position and it’s a bit too late to make the decision now
i. President Hinojosa stated that the decision now doesn’t need to affect the bylaws because we still have all year to change them. She explained that this paid position would not start until the next academic year and because of that, this academic year serves as time for us to figure out what we can amend to the positon/bylaws
h. Senator Christopher yielded time to Advisor Alatorre
i. Advisor Alatorre explained that the specific role and duties don’t need to be established until the request is input and potentially approved. She stated that having a skeletal idea is good but the nuts and bolts will be ironed out as the request is approved
i. Senator Ewing stated that we’ve already had a lot of events and maybe we have other things in the future but one of the things we’ve been asking clubs to do is collaborate and reach out to one another and she was happy to hear that Director Mireles will be collaborating with SPB. Senator Ewing used the example of working with SPB to increase advertising and meet different students on campus to familiarize ourselves and establish relationships. She explained that we keep trying to get people to come to us but student government needs to work with other departments and practice some outreach. She mentioned that all positions are working more than 5 hours and everyone would like to be paid but they choose to volunteer because it’s something in their heart and something they’re passionate about. She stated that her concern lies in having to pay people to fill the positions.
i. Senator Fernandez explained that she’d love to be paid for all she does but taking a look at the workload for the Director of Events, she believes it’s a lot more of a commitment than what she does. She stated that it’s a very demanding job and it’s expected to be paid; in an ideal world, all positions would be paid and this is a good step in the direction to eventually pay all members as the campus continues to grow. 
ii. President Hinojosa, to respond to Senator Ewing’s concerns, explained that the interns are working on a lot of different projects. She believes we are collaborating a lot; DACA was a collaboration with Multicultural Dream Center, Parking Town Hall event with Parking & Transportation Services and 1st Amendment Discussion with the CI View. President Hinojosa explained that they are constantly working to try and fill the positions we need and this isn’t just a “temporary fix” to fill the position; it is a heavy workload and difficult position.
iii. Vice President Mumford explained that with her experience of 2 years, she knows there’s a desire to collaborate more but it’s increasingly difficult to collaborate when the position is vacant. Information is being sent out to each other in regard to any tabling and/or events SG hosts but it’s incredibly difficult when we don’t have one specific point person for each and every event. There’s only so much the President and Vice President can do, as all work that is unfinished falls on both of them.
1. President Hinojosa added that she believes this would help all branches. She explained that the Director of Events has to chair two committees and no other position does this beside Director of External Affairs and it’s a paid position.
iv. Senator Perez explained that he’s looking toward the future and the years to come and he believes the bylaws need tobe changed for this positin.
v. Senator Ewing stated that she’s speaking in regard to the budget reallocation and she is concerned because some expenses may not be necessary next year and vice versa.
1. President Hinojosa explained that no money was lost in the reallocation and not much was actually reallocated. She stated that much of the shift in budgets came from relieving the excess amount of money in the retreat budget(s).
2. Vice President Mumford explained that they will be creating a new section in the budget to use extra funds for Paid Position Services.
vi. Senator Ewing yielded time to Advisor Alatorre
1. Advisor Alatorre explained that she hopes everyone understand this is all for the budget next year and it will not affect this year’s budget at all.
2. Senator Fernandez mentioned that it’s true we don’t know what Student Government will look like in the future but the campus is growing and we are in need of more improvement within the organization.
3. Vice President Mumford explained that there’s nothing wrong with asking for money; as the student body continues to grow, we will need to step up and create more positions and ask for money.
4. President Hinojosa asked that members speak up if anyone feels like we are misusing the money in our budget and any suggestions there may be for what we can do with it.
5. Vice President Mumford explained that there’s work she hasn’t been able to get to because she’s had to take on a lot of work with events.
vii. Senator Christopher stated that she supports the new position but her concern is with the bylaws; they need to be edited and fixed and she explained that when Katie was originally appointed, there were duties she’d have to do that weren’t even in the bylaws
1. President Hinojosa supports the idea of changing the bylaws
2. Senator Perez supports the idea and would like to move forward
viii. Senator Nguyen supports this decision because he understands that it’s a lot of work and it helps the organization out a lot
ii. Smooth Talk with Doc Layout (President Hinojosa 25 minutes)
a. President Hinojosa presented on the Smooth Talk with Doc event
iii. Legislative & Executive Powers (President Hinojosa 20 Minutes) 
a. President Hinojosa discussed the Student Government bylaws and the confusion regarding members who would like to be a part of more than one branch. She posed the questions: what does this process look like? Should this be something we allow?
i. Senator Fernandez stated that she’d want to look toward amending the bylaws for it to state that members can only be a part of one branch
ii. Senator Perez agreed and stated that if the U.S. government doesn’t allow it, why should we?
iii. Senator Christopher stated that she doesn’t agree with this because people would be at an advantage to have multiple titles within multiple branches. She explained that members should dedicate themselves to one branch, only.
iv. Senator Fernandez stated that we should aim our efforts to better outreach and market to students rather than allowing people to work within multiple branches
1. Senator Christopher yielded time to Chief Lincoln
a. Chief Lincoln asked for clarification as to why the Senate is in disagreement with this because she is serving as the Academic Affairs senator while still holding her title as Chief of Staff. She stated that it would be unfair for her to hold this position and power to vote within it and not within the Senate, itself.
i. Senator Perez state that this is not a personal issue and Vice President Mumford added that if the Senate were to allow Chief Lincoln to do this now, future members can hold this against the organization in order to be able to serve in multiple branches. She explained that it would become a “pick-and-choose” system. She also added that this would give people an excess of power as the branches all vote and discuss different topics and items.  
ii. Senator Perez stated that it would set a precedent for the future. While right now there is a shortage of members and positions, he ultimately believes that it is too much power.
iii. Senator Ewing asked for a point-of-information and stated that she understands that Chief Lincoln has voting power within the Academic Senate
1. Senator Perez yielded time to Chief Lincoln
a. Chief Lincoln explained that she doesn’t want to take on two positions forever but she sees a need right now. She believes that there needs to be someone within Student Government voting and speaking on behalf of Academic Affairs.
2. Senator Fernandez explained that it’s an issue with her because branches exist as a system of checks and balances and after hearing Chief Lincoln’s stance, she would like to find someone to fill the position for the full year
3. Senator Ewing stated that she agrees with Chief Lincoln in regard to someone holding the Academic Senate position but she’s torn
a. Vice President Mumford clarified that Chief Lincoln currently holds the temporary title of Academic Affairs Senator 
4. Senator Perez asked if Chief Lincoln is appointed to be the Academic Affairs Senator would she be held accountable for duties for both Chief of Staff and Senator?
a. Vice President Mumford explained that she would need to fulfill the duties.
b. Senator Perez spoke on behalf of voting on Academic Affairs’ issues and asked why the information can’t come to the senate and be discussed among members
i. President Hinojosa explained that if this were to happen, Chief Lincoln would have to ask for time to be yielded to her each time she’d like to comment
c. Senator Christopher stated that she doesn’t like the idea of Chief Lincoln holding voting powers during meetings and she agrees with Senator Fernandez previous comment. She would hate for someone to hold multiple positions and, in turn, fall short in one. 
d. Senator Federis explained that he’s sympathetic to Chief Lincoln’s situation and it’s worth trying at least once
i. Senator Ewing yielded time to Chief Lincoln
ii. Chief Lincoln stated that this is the field she’s looking to permanently establish a career in so it’s something she takes incredibly seriously and not just an interim project/position.
iii. Senator Christopher explained that she has been in the same position in which she’s temporarily attended meetings and filled spots but stated that she doesn’t feel the need to take on that position title as well.
iv. Senator Perez stated that it’s nothing personal and he understands Chief Lincoln is passionate but why doesn’t she resign from her Chief of Staff position and take on the Academic Affairs Senator position?
v. Senator yielded time to Advisor Alatorre
vi. Advisor Alatorre explained that it’s not necessary to make note of whether or not a comment is personal and keep the topic of discussion about the position itself. She explained that it seems contradictory for the organization to not want to double up on other position duties and now want to double-up on this one.
vii. Senator Fernandez agreed with Advisor Alatorre.
viii. Senator Ewing yielded time to Vice President Mumford to ask Chief Lincoln a question
ix. Vice President Mumford asked if the person Chief Lincoln is working with would be filling the Chief of Staff position to which Chief Lincoln agreed
x. Senator Perez
xi. President Hinojosa stated that this makes her nervous, as vacancy within the Chief of Staff position would increase her workload. She understands where Chief Lincoln is coming from and also understands the Senate’s point-of-view but believes that it’s a lot for her to step down as Chief of Staff. As an organization, we cannot sustain all that she’s doing without having the position filled.
xii. Vice President Mumford added that the duties of Chief of Staff are to have biweekly meetings with the interns, follow-up with any members who have interns, … which would be a lot of work that would fall on both she and President Hinojosa. She explained that the interns need someone to advise and support them and would not recommend that the Senate push for Chief Lincoln to step down now.
xiii. Senator Ewing complimented the interns’ work and group but explained that her only issue is …
xiv. Senator Fernandez asked if all the senators were leaning in the direction of amending the bylaws to make it so there is that separation of powers so that there is a cap on how many branches you can serve on within student government?
xv. Senator Perez asked if we need a judicial branch to amend anything?
xvi. President Hinojosa explained that yes/no, she’d take on the position but we don’t have an IAC. It can be done but it would prove to be difficult seeing as though there is no existing judicial branch
xvii. Senator Federis explained that he has expressed interest in becoming Chief Justice
xviii. President Hinojosa explained that we’d find ourselves in the same position we are currently in, in which we are on the line about serving on multiple branches
xix. Senator Christopher would like for there to be an explicit separation of powers as it misproperly represents the organization
