I. Special Presentations – 
i. Multicultural Dream Center Resource - Martha Zavala (45 minutes)

1. She is here to talk about what undocumented services are as well as the services that the multicultural dreamers center offer
2. Martha Zavala was a DACA student when she earned her degree at CSU Channel Islands 

3. DACA stands for Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals and was created under President Barack Obama through an executive order and can be removed at any time if President Trump chooses to create a new executive order that would repeal DACA
4. AB540 is a law in California that allows students to pay in state tuition rather than out of state tuition
5. AB540 was created in 2009 and DACA was created in 2012

6. The point of her office is to help undocumented students, so if you know someone that needs help with these kinds of services, she is the expert on campus

7. Undocumented students cannot receive FAFSA or any federal financial aid but California does have the Dream Act

8. She helps students with financial aid by helping them to fill out any forms needed and helps educate the campus about issues that undocumented students struggle with
9. Her office is located in Bell Tower 1481 

10. Vice President Pelayo asked how often students come to her

11. Martha Zavala answered that both American citizens and undocumented students come to her office, so by walking in to her office that does not necessarily mean that each student who walks into her office is undocumented, in addition typically 3 students come to her per week; however, for the months of February and March it was closer to around 8 students per week 

12. It is really important for all students to keep in mind that undocumented students are going through a lot right now and we need to be sensitive to that

i. Ethnic Studies Report – President Noyes (20 minutes)
1. President Noyes read off the recommendations stated on page 12 of: https://www.calstate.edu/AcadAff/ethnicstudiesreport.pdf
2. President Noyes asked the senate their opinions about ethnic studies classes on campus and would like to hear feedback
3. Director Mumford stated that she has taken the chicano/a class and enjoyed the class however would like to have a more diverse perspective especially because our campus is made up of such a diverse community 
4. Senator Fernandez agreed that our campus is behind when it comes to ethnic studies courses when compared to other universities and she believes CI would benefit from having more ethnic studies courses
5. President Noyes asked if Director Mumford and Senator Fernandez believe our campus would benefit from these recommendations
6. Director Mumford answered that she likes the ethnic studies course that can count as a GE course
7. Senator Ewing asked if President Noyes would be able to expand on recommendation 10 
8. President Noyes stated that she cannot however she can ask Interim Provost Wakelee to expand on this idea
9. Senator Sailor stated that she has heard good feedback about our ethnic studies courses and that there are minors offered on our campus but sometimes the classes aren’t offered enough therefore someone who is trying to minor may not be able to finish the minor due to not enough classes being offered
10. Vice President Pelayo mentioned that in the report it does state that many times universities discontinue these kinds of courses before they see enrollment 
11. Senator Massie stated that many of the chicano classes talk about community engagement being important and that these courses can help to create this community, especially since we are a Hispanic Serving Institution
