i. Transportation Update – Chief Christopher and Ray Porras (60 minutes)
1. Ray Porras gave a presentation and this will be added as a supporting document 
2. Student housing students will have access to the bus services 7 days a week, currently it does not run on Sunday’s 

3. CI will take our two buses out and no longer be an option, instead we will rely on the two busses the VCTC has running during the break and summers as well as the weekends beginning Fall 2017

4. Because of these changes, CI would approximately save $85,000 a year which will help us to improve parking and transportation issues on campus 

5. Transportation services is also working to change the times of the bus to accommodate class times 
6. Senator Ewing asked if we could have a bus available for students to ride once a month on the date of block parties

7. Ray Porras answered that having a bus available is not financially possible, however, transportation services could contract an outside company to provide shuttle services such as Roadrunner

8. Director Mumford stated that she occasionally takes the bus and that she is concerned about how this is going to be marketed to students 
9. Ray Porras stated that they will have to do infomercials, market during orientation as well as emailing current bus riders about the change

10. Chief Burns asked what steps need to be taken to make this pass
11. Ray Porras stated that as of now, everything is going well, it has been approved by the proper channels; it has slowly been in the works and now is happening at a much faster rate 

12. Senator Ewing asked if transportation services conducts surveys with current bus riders to get their feedback

13. Ray Porras stated that they do; however, transportation services could improve on this

Meet and greet with Congresswoman Brownley 

· Senator Ehrich asked the congresswoman about current issues she’s tackling regarding veterans 

· Helped to pass the Choice Act which allows veteran’s to choose if they want to see VA doctors or doctors in their community 

· If they choose to seek treatment from doctor’s in their community then there is a reimbursement process/rate 

· She believes that the VA needs to improve when it comes to computers and technology to better serve veteran’s with ease 

· 20 years ago the VA was ahead of it’s time when it came to technology; however, it has since fallen back and is outdated 

· Senator Ehrich asks what is currently in place to help veterans not have to travel so far to get benefits from the VA

· They are trying to create a local clinic in Oxnard, currently there is a temporary facility and they are trying to create a permanent facility that offers more services to veterans 

· Something the congresswoman is trying to change in Washington is to understand why the VA has to work with 30 year leases when other government facilities do not have to go through similar hurdles that the VA does have to deal with 
· When it comes to K-12 education it looks like America will go back to a voucher system where parents can choose what kind of education they would like their students to receive 

· Director Mumford stated that if there are cuts to the budget from education, where is the money going to/being prioritized to

· This administration has submitted their budget for the 2018 financial year and this budget is not very detailed; however, congress is really the power that controls the budget

· The republicans are currently a split party which makes it hard for anything to pass; because of this she believes that democrats and republicans will have to come together to pass the budget and this must be concluded by April 28th
· Senator Altman asked if the congresswoman is going to help approve prop 61 which talks about the pricing of medication and it was answered that it did not pass the ballot 

· Congresswoman Brownley stated that the wording of the proposition was odd and because of that many people were nervous that this prop would hurt veterans more than it would help them; however, better pricing of medications is a nationwide issue and an important one in her mind 

· Helen Alatorre asked what advice the congresswoman would give student leaders and it was answered that students need to stay engaged and that she would like to help anyone who wants to get more involved within the community

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The proposed schedule change concepts were prepared
following consultation between California State University
Channel Islands (CSUCI) and the Ventura County
Transportation Commission (VCTC) with the goal of
ascertaining potential cost savings and service
optimizations to the campus community.

The following analysis is of recent route performance for
the summer/winter break periods and weekends. VCTC
staff have identified the potential for significant cost
savings to the University while maintaining similar service
levels with minimal reductions.
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© Currently, the set of CSUCI routes operate on a frequency
of 30 minutes for the Camarillo-CSUCI route, and every
hour for the Oxnard-CSUCI route. The frequency is the
same during the school year, on weekends and during
breaks (winter & summer). Although, on weekend and
during the breaks, the last trips of the evening are generally
at 5:00pm and 5:30pm vs. 10:15pm and 10:35pm on
weekdays during the school year.
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= CSUCT’s ridership is at its highest during the academic year on
weekdays. Utilization decreases significantly on weekends and during
the break periods.

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= VCTC currently operates a route between Oxnard C-Street, and
Camarillo Metrolink called the “Oxnard-Camarillo Connector”. This
route, funded by a state grant, is planned for operation for another two
years. The new proposed route would combine this existing route with
the route pattern operated by the Camarillo-CSUCI route.

¢ The proposed level of service would:

« Increase to seven days per week, Monday - Sunday. Currently
CSUCI does not run on Sundays.

- Provide Student Housing with bus service 7 days a week.
- Operate one additional trip into the evening hours.

« Reduce weekday service during breaks to 1 hour frequency, and
eliminate the direct connection to Oxnard C-Street.

- Allow passengers to take the Oxnard-Camarillo Connector.
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» Current service level costs are
reflected in the table assuming
no change to the schedule for
FY16/17 or FY17/18 (projected).
