Special Presentations (45 minutes)
I. Nancy Gill Communication Presentation
a. The news center (https://www.csuci.edu/news/) is now launched and replacing the wavelength newsletter that used to be sent out every two weeks
i. Each article creates its own webpage
ii. These articles are updated daily 
iii. Senator Ewing asked how clubs would submit their events to be featured
1. Nancy Gill answered that they would use the submissions tab located on the news center 
iv. Executive Director Alatorre asked how quick the turnaround time is 
1. Nancy Gill answered that it would be posted the next day if it is submitted before noon
v. News releases that communication and marketing seek out will still be found on the homepage 
b. New interactive campus map (http://maps.csuci.edu/) 
i. This map allows students to filter through different kind of information on campus 
ii. Restrooms and campus resource contact information will be added to the map
iii. If you have any other ideas that should be added to the map, please reach out to Nancy Gill at nancy.gill@csuci.edu 
c. Other updates
i. The communication round table is a campus committee that meets once a month to discuss communication initiatives that should occur
1. President Hinojosa and Vice President Mumford sit on this committee
2. This committee is currently working on making digital signage around campus better and more interactive 
3. They are hoping to launch this by Spring 2018 but no later than Fall 2018 
4. Senator Ewing asked if there will be new monitors around campus
a. Nancy Gill answered that as-of now, that is not a part of the plan but they will look at possibly adding more and possibly moving some monitors to better place them in high traffic areas 
5. Senator Ewing mentioned that maybe there should be “commercial time” where specific information for that area of campus can be displayed
ii. Opt-in text message service
1. This is something that communication and marketing is thinking of adding
iii. University Calendar
1. The current calendar program that is used is meant as a room scheduler
2. They are looking at getting a better system that is easier for students to use 
3. Executive Director Alatorre asked the senate which senator last year bought a new kind of communication system to the senate
4. Senator Ewing answered that she had brought the program “Chirps” to the senate to talk about a program that other universities use

New Business
A. Action Item (President Hinojosa 30 Minutes)
i. ASI Board Student Government Representative Appointment Isabel Campos
a. President Hinojosa talked about Isabel Campos and her qualifications to hold this position 
b. Motion to appoint Isabel Campos to this position: Senator Fernandez
c. Seconded this motion: Senator Christopher 
d. Senator Fernandez asks if Isabel Campos would be able to attend senate meetings
i. Isabel answers that she would be able to attend the beginning of meetings if that is something that student government would like, but she does have a class at 10 a.m.
e. Executive Director Alatorre added that though this position is appointed by student government, she does not represent student government; she would represent all students at CI 
f. Senator Ewing asked Isabel to give a time she had to deal with a difficult situation and how she dealt with it 
i. She talked about a student who wanted her to print a document for them but that was not allowed so she pointed them towards other resources on campus that can print 
g. Senator Federis asked if Isabel has the time to investigate a student issue should one arise
i. She answered that she believes she does have time 
h. Senator Ewing asked about any particular student issues occurring within housing 
i. She answered that something she noticed were hygiene issues in Santa Rosa dorms
i. 5 in favor – 0 opposed -  abstentions 
ii. Director of Operations Appointment Lisa Mireles
a. President Hinojosa talked about Lisa Mireles and her qualifications to hold this position 
b. Vice President Mumford talked about Lisa’s ability to adapt to a hard situation and Lisa to share her story
i. Lisa shared about having to move in the middle of her high school experience and how she adapted 
c. Motion to appoint Lisa Mireles to this position: Senator Fernandez
d. Seconded this motion: Senator Christopher
e. Senator Fernandez asked what events she did as an RA
i. Lisa talked about the event “For the 49” where she had a mobile event around campus, collecting money for those affected in the Orlando tragedy and an event that she participated in to raise money for Flint, Michigan 
f. Senator Ewing asked Lisa what individuals lack representation on campus right now 
i. Lisa answered that Dreamers lack representation, not completely however they could use more representation 
g. Senator Christopher asked what was hardest for Lisa as an RA
i. Lisa answered different issues involving communication were hardest and challenged her
h. Senator Fernandez asked if Lisa has specific ideas for her position
i. Lisa answered that she wants to better our social media 
i. 5 in favor – 0 opposed – 0 abstentions 
iii. Director of Events Appointment Katie Mitchell
a. Motion to appoint Katie Mitchell to this position: Senator Fernandez
b. Seconded this motion: Senator Christopher
c. Senator Christopher asked how the initial meeting went with Katie
i. Vice President Mumford answered that it went well and she felt Katie took on the large amount of information well
d. Senator Perez asked if Katie had any new ideas for this position 
i. Vice President Mumford answered that when starting this position, you have to be completely involved in student government before she can completely understand the position and create ideas for this positon 
e. Senator Ewing talked about the importance of Katie being able to be here to answer the questions for herself
f. Senator Federis talked about Katie mentioning greek life on her bio and he wishes he could talk to her about that more 
i. President Hinojosa mentions that although that is an interest of hers, this position would be specific to student government issues and greek life on campus is an issue of Student Affairs not a student government issue 
g. Senator Christopher asked if Katie would become the chair of the events committee
i. Vice President Mumford answered that she would be chair and we would be able to assist her in that role 
h. Motion to table this motion until September 13: Senator Federis
i. Seconded this motion: Senator Ewing 
j. 4 in favor – 1 opposed – 0 abstentions to table this item 
iv. Senator Pro Tempore Appointment Senator Fernandez
a. Motion to appoint Senator Fernandez to this position: Senator Ewing
b. Seconded this motion: Senator Christopher
c. 4 in favor – 0 opposed – 1 abstention 
B. Discussion Item (30 Minutes)
i. DACA (President Hinojosa, Vice President Mumford, Senator Fernandez, Director Martinez)
a. President Hinojosa mentioned the efforts made on behalf of Director of External Affairs Samuel Martinez to create a template to call legislators
b. CSSA Staff Member Jared emailed President Hinojosa in regards to DACA and what action student leaders can be taking 
c. Director Martinez has been calling legislators to support DACA but now the focus is on pushing Congress to establish a law protecting Dreamers
d. Senator Fernandez and Vice President Mumford have been focusing on short-term campus goals
e. DACA event next Thursday to be held in the Student Union Lighthouse Cafe
f. Vice President Mumford stated that the Executive Branch stands firmly for DACA
i. President Hinojosa clarified that supporting DACA is not a political choice, rather an academic choice to ensure all students are able to complete their academics 
g. Vice President Mumford drafted an email to contact all political clubs on campus
h. Informative event to be held at the Student Union Lighthouse Cafe on September 14th 3:00-4:00 PM
i. President Hinojosa asked for opinions on DACA and Executive Branch’s stance
i. Senator Ewing agreed with President Hinojosa that students may not understand the difference between the Executive Branch taking a stance versus Student Government
ii. President Hinojosa explained that this is an informational event for students to learn more about DACA and its current state
j. Senator Fernandez would like for the event to be advertised as a Student Government event, rather than an Executive Branch event because it would make SG appear divided and deter students from engaging and/or attending
i. Senator Federis agreed that the event should be advertised as a Student Government event and demonstrate that we are behind them as students
ii. Senator Ewing agreed with it being a Student Government event with the caveat that it is advertised as academic support 
iii. Senator Christopher and Senator Perez agree and this event will be advertised as a Student Government event
k. [bookmark: _GoBack]President Hinojosa advised everyone to read the letter sent out on 9/5/17 in regards to DACA and its current state in order to support all of our students, especially looking at the frequently asked questions page
l. Vice President Mumford mentioned a DACA-Ally training and will share this to anyone who wishes to have it
