i. Active Shooter S.W.O.T. (15 minutes)
a. Did SWOT
i. Director Mena said location was a strength
ii. Director Hinojosa said extra credit strength
iii. Director Mena says time strength
iv. Director Hinojosa says stickers, tattoos, and presenters strength
v. Chief Justice Burns stated that A-Frames were a strength since people took pictures of it for a reminder
vi. Director Mumford wants to thank Mo for A-Frame ideas
vii. Senator Ewing brought up that the length of the event was too long and suggests for 45 minutes
viii. Director Mumford suggests an hour long for Active Shooter
ix. Senator Ewing thought Active Shooter was in Del Norte
x. Director Mumford, Director Mena, and Director Hinojosa corrected Ewing and said it was held in Bell Tower this year
xi. Chief Christopher says opportunity was having posters pointing to location
xii. Director Hinojosa says that social media was a problem, she received the flier late and she didn’t post it as fast as she can
xiii. Chief Christopher says that communication was a weakness and there was no clear point person to follow
xiv. Chief Christopher suggests that maybe Student Government should print their own sign up sheets in case the Police Department isn’t there on time
xv. Senator Ewing says that getting back up sign up sheets is an opportunity
xvi. Chief Christopher says that if we can’t get enough signage up for the event then we should email our professors about it
xvii. Chief Justice Burns suggests as an opportunity to have Active Shooter twice a week, one for Tues/Thurs and one for Mon/Wed so people who have school twice a week has a chance to attend
xviii. Director Mumford says a threat is Rachel Huff showing up late
xix. Director Hinojosa brought attention to the rsvp link not working as a threat
xx. President Noyes says not knowing size of classroom was a threat along with not knowing the classroom until 2 weeks before the event
xxi. Director Mumford explains that over break Academic Affairs holds classroom and we couldn’t get classroom
ii. Smooth Talk with Doc (15 minutes)
i. Director Mumford says that Student Government members should email their professors to advertise the event since it is still raining
ii. Director Mena suggests that we put an A-Frame under the Student Union hallway since it is dry under there
iii. Chief Christopher says we should use digital signage to advertise
iv. Director Hinojosa corrects Chief Christopher that it takes about a week to post on digital signage
v. Director Mumford suggests to Director Hinojosa to post a meme that she has in mind
vi. Director Mena says she has a video of Doc dancing and we should use it to advertise Smooth Talk with Doc on our social media
vii. Director Mumford says if the tie dye shirts dries then we can advertise by using tie dye shirts
viii. Chief Justice Burns suggests making a Snapchat filter to help advertise the event on the day of
ix. Director Mumford says that we might have to talk to Nancy Gil about getting a Snapchat filter
x. Director Mumford says that we could possibly make a video that could be posted on Monday through Wednesday
xi. Chief Justice Burns suggests to flood everything with memes on our social media
xii. Director Mumford had a meeting with Diana Ballesteros about lay-out schemes for Smooth Talk with Doc
xiii. Director Mumford has 2 lay out schemes, one is an emergency lay out just in case it rains
xiv. Director Mumford draws lay out 1
xv. Director Mumford recalls in her meeting with Diana Ballesteros that she made sure that the umbrellas will be put up so people can take pictures of the event, Doc does not want a podium, she has 3 microphones, 2 question-takers, 2 MCs, 2 wanderers, and 4 people helping with giving out smoothies
xvi. Director Mena asks what happens if it rains on the day of the event
xvii. Mumford draws lay out 2 which is the plan if it rains
xviii. Director Mumford talked to Diana and the Student Union might have new members day of so we must be patient with them if they are working that day
xix. Director Mumford asks the committee if they are fine with both lay outs
xx. Committee agrees unanimously
xxi. Chief Christopher asks if the question-takers are also MCs
xxii. Director Mumford replies no
xxiii. President Noyes says that the President usually is the MC and the second MC can be another member
xxiv. Director Mumford suggests that Carla and Marlene should be the MCs due to their close relationship with Doc
xxv. Chief Justice Burns suggests that Michelle can be an MC for a short time like introduce Doc then move onto the 2 MCs
xxvi. Senator Ewing affirms that Michelle should introduce Doc instead of being the MC for the whole event
xxvii. President Noyes asks how Director Mumford knows that Marlene and Carla has a close relationship with Doc
xxviii. Director Mumford replies that due to her observation of Carla and Marlene’s relationship with Doc, both joke around and seem comfortable with Doc and because of this, conversation and the event will appear to be a natural dialogue between Doc and the students
xxix. President Noyes appears to be offended by Director Mumford’s reasoning for choosing Marlene and Carla over her
xxx. Director Mumford asks who wants to be the note taker
xxxi. Director Hinojosa gladly volunteers to be the note taker
xxxii. Mumford asks who wants to be wanderers 
xxxiii.

xxxiv. Senator Ewing says she can’t attend the event due to work
xxxv. Director Hinojosa brings attention that we still need 2 question takers and 1 more wanderer
xxxvi. Director Mumford asks Senator Altman if he wants a position
xxxvii. Senator Altman says he wants to be wanderer
xxxviii. Chief Justice Burns suggests that we ask the CI View to take pictures of the event
xxxix. Director Hinojosa suggests to use her phone to take pictures so she can post them on our social media
xl. Director Mumford asks who wants to hold arrows to point towards the event
xli. Chief Christopher agrees to hold arrows
xlii. Director Mumford isn’t sure how many fliers we have left to give out
xliii. Chief Christopher asks what is the attire for the event
xliv. Director Mumford says it’s ok to wear a tie dye shirt, if we can write Smooth Talk with Doc on it in addition to following the Bylaws
xlv. President Noyes and Director Hinojosa suggests that members should wear their Student Government polos to make it easy to point to students who can help them
xlvi. Director Mumford says that we need people to help with taking out the trash
xlvii. Director Hinojosa asks if we have a sign up sheet and if so have we passed it out to our members
xlviii. Director Mumford says she will pass out the sign-up sheet today
xlix. Director Mumford says she adores the Events Committee because it makes decisions on events smoother
l. Senator Ewing asks how are we making tie dye shirts
li. Director Mumford says we made tie dye shirts and we are ready to write Smooth Talk with Doc
lii. Senator Ewing asks why don’t we use stencils
liii. Director Mumford retorts with “we have stencils if anyone wants to write Smooth Talk with Doc on it”
liv. Director Mumford will eventually put on the agenda the Events Committee itself to make laws and rules to make it stand strong in Student Government
II.
