V. New Business

Appointments: Dulce Lopez 
a. Kurt Harris for director of state wide affairs 

i. Ms. Lopez: He did a good job this summer volunteering for CSSA and doing everything for the year to come. He is a delicate for model UN and was voted in for the multicultural CAUCUS. He has great organizational skills and he has never taken on anything he cannot handle

ii. Mr. Wilson: what does his position entail?

iii. Ms. Lopez according to the bylaws they are “Coordinate all Student Government legislative visits and advocacy, Coordinate all Student Government community engagement activities, Disseminate information to students pertaining to Student Government’s lobbying and legislative activities, coordinate with the California State Students Association Lobby Corps Officer, and Oversee the recruitment and training of the Lobby Corps”

iv. Mr. Harris: first thing I want to do is go over what makes me qualified. I am an expert on policy I am very knowledgeable and love talking over policy. I am currently on a campaign board to help get someone elected so I have previous experience in this area. Mostly I think that the thing that qualifies me is that I am incredibly involved in CSSA. I want to improve voter registration, I want to double it. I want to get the town hall meetings to happen this semester. I want to get speakers who can talk to us about them and give us insight and then help us understand the policies. I also want to help the students and I want to be here to help with events and other things. I am very willing to help with anything we can do to make the campus better. 
v. Mr. Wilson: Has the oil tax brought up something in CSSA? I have only seen the student ones.
vi. Mr. Harris: yes I have seen it and the one there is way better. The first one gave a lot to the community colleges and it clarifies certain things.

viii. Mr. Ashley:  I think he did a really good job last year

x. Ms. Lopez: no if that ever happens I would bring them both to the meeting 

xi. Ms. Glassett:  I think he had some great idea and since he has is a great candidate I think we should vote for him.
xii. Senate voted Kurt Harris in as lobby corp director by unanimous vote. 

b. Stephan Jordan for Communication Officers 

i. Ms. Lopez: Mr. Jordan really understands the point of student government and he greatly understands the importance of communication. He is very organized and he likes to meet with students face to face which is important. He is busy but he will make time for the student of the campus.
