IV. Public Forum: 

Public Forum is intended as a time for any member of the public to address the Senate on issues affecting any student(s) and/or organizations of California State University Channel Islands. 

VI. Special Presentations:

i. John Gormley: We’re coming to you because there are going to be changes on campus in the next year. We’re going around to the various constituencies and trying to get some feedback. This is going to be a ten to fifteen minute presentation. We would greatly appreciate your feedback. We also have a presentation for you on the Master Plan from the consultants.  Our presentation is important because it’s immediate and it will impact a lot of you next year. It’s important to get your feedback as well as communicate it to the larger student population. The president and the cabinet have asked that OP and Public Safety to develop a plan to create an environment of the physical campus that is very pedestrian friendly and encourage sustainable options for circulation around the campus. 

Discussion

ii. Mr. Wilson: I had seen this presentation previously before at the RHA meeting. I had time to think especially seeing this again. Is it possible to keep Ventura Street a two way so that people can come in to drop people off instead of going all the way around?  I was thinking about Potrero but that could crowd up that road.

iii. John Gormley: I can’t answer that absolutely. What I can say is we believe that the width of the road to accommodate vehicle traffic and pedestrian traffic is not enough. So at this time is suspect that it is not feasible. But I will make a note of that, that there are questions about that. We do understand that there are problems with the plan. We want to hear them all so that we can go back and look at this with the traffic consultant we hired in order to lessen those problems. They’re going to work with us to define what is the best option for all of us to achieve a strategical plan.

iv. Mr. Wilson: I was wondering if the drivers are going to have to go all the way around.

v. John Gormley: We suspect it will be a problem for commuter students and faculty. It is also not so convenient for housing students. The long term goal though is to create a pedestrian friendly environment. What that means to us is to create options where there is efficient parking and reasonable means of get around the campus effectively in other means than your own car. That is the long term strategy. Not every person is going to be happy with any plan. But thank you for your feedback again.

vi. Ms. Glassett: I have a question regarding the housing parking along with SH1 and SH2. I was also at the meeting for RHA. Is there a reason that it is clockwise? 

vii. John Gormley: The idea is that if a person is coming here and being driven here the passenger is always facing the campus core which is meant to be real pedestrianized. That is our logic.

viii. Mr. Winston: Again I appreciate you coming out here. I thought it would be good to talk to Student Government to get some feedback. I actually really don’t see a need for one way streets and question how it would be helpful to the campus because 

One- because it’s going to double the traffic

Two- if you have been to LA or Portland in cities where there are one way traffic it is confusing and creates more traffic and it’s a lot harder to get around. It seems almost like a backwards way of thinking. I don’t see how campus currently isn’t already pedestrian friendly. As a pedestrian when I walk I’ve never experienced cars getting in my way of getting anywhere I wanted to go. I feel if that was a problem, the easier solution would be to add more crosswalks.

ix. John  Gormley: I live in LA. It is actually documented that one way with traffic in heavily vehicle areas is actually more efficient for vehicle circulation. You have a valid point. This is not going to make this a pedestrian friendly campus next year. This is just the first step. This is to encourage people to park in the new lot versus looking and going all around for parking. Our traffic consultant said this is the first step. We’ve talked about having a tram that picks people up and takes them around. But, the idea is to discourage a vehicle to go around looking for parking. It’s a problem in the short term, I do understand that. But it is the first step. If our thinking isn’t logical, our traffic consultant will tell us that and then we’ll talk to you about what their feedback was.

x. Ray Porris: We are looking at safety.

xi. John Gormley: We are trying to avoid the chances of vehicle and pedestrian interaction. The long term goal is that we have a loop and the center is not accessible to vehicles. At USC’s main drag was a two lane and was closed off and they pedestrianized it. It is a huge pedestrian mall. That is the goal of all this. This is going to be a challenge for people but it is the first step.  It’s going to be a challenge for people next year if we decide to start it then.

xii. Mr. Winston: You said that you were trying to discourage parking in the east, aren’t the parking lots filled up by the end of the day anyway? So people will have to go to the other lots anyway so it really won’t get rid of the parking problem there. It will just change where people go.

xiii. John Gormley: You’re right. We can’t afford to build a bigger lot. There are issues of money and phasing. So this is the first phase. We are going back to our consultant and talk about the issues. 

xiv. Mr. Jorgensen: So I’m going to respond to your question of how to get students involved. You can get students involved through Facebook. It allows people who can’t be here, to have a voice. Also Mr. Seery is in Island News he could do a story. 
xv. John Gormley: I think we want to wait on putting it out there until the spring. Hat I’m concerned about is letting this out without us being present to talk about it. Seeing something hard in the newspaper has a little bit more reality than where we are at.
xvi. Mr. Jorgensen: Back to Facebook page. Give the students little facts.
xvii. Mr. Carlson: We are activating an active blog 
xviii. Mr. Jorgensen: Commuter students go to class and go home so going on Facebook would be good. You should make flyers or do a global email. They take a while but those are my suggestions. 
xix. Mr. Ashley: Rather than clockwise, why can’t it be counterclockwise. People coming onto University Drive could make a right. 
xx. John Gormley: We’d rather have you unload to the core.
xxi. Mr. Randall: Thank you for coming here. So about the “Campus Green” mall, will it be all asphalt essentially?
xxii. John Gormley: No we are looking into eliminating the asphalt and having a large open space so that a lot of things can go there such as commencement, the wine tasting event, and family weekend. It’s meant to be a large open space.
xxiii. Mr. Randall: My follow up question was in regards to commencement. We sent out a survey out to the students to tell then we are going to have too many students. South Quad us too small. Is this spot bigger than South quad?
xxiv. John Gormley: It is not. It could not hold everyone. It’s just an idea that it would have a better backdrop which would be the bell tower. But only a part could be there if commencement was broken down into a series of commencements like Northridge does. I’m not the person that will make that decision. Dr. Rush will make that decision.
xxv. Ms. Zolfaghari: I was just wondering how would students be able to access the parking lot on the right side of the Bell Tower. 
xxvi. John Gormley: You can’t. This is the first spot we will close.
xxvii. Ms. Zolfaghari: What will happen to it?
xxviii. John Gormley: Good question. If we have money we will rip up the asphalt and do some landscaping. Dr. Rush wants to do that. This has to close because there will be no vehicles. It just so happens that to Vice President’s happen to park in this spot so of course we are going to have to find alternatives.
xxix. Ms. Zolfaghari: and if I may ask, you are really trying to promote a pedestrian friendly environment. Have you considered bikeway path ways or skate pathways or just sustainable methods of transportation?
xxx.       John Gormley: Well, the bike path, if we do it here it would be that. There are a lot of discussions going on about allowing skateboarding in that lane for transportation. I think we are still not going to allow skateboarding for recreation. 
xxxi. Ray Porris: It’s all under discussion at the moment.
xxxii. John Gormley: We are looking into creating more openness from quad to quad and through the campus so that bikes, skateboards, pedestrians can more around much more easily than now.  
xxxiii. Ms. Zolfaghari:  Regarding the “mall” -would bikes be eliminated since cars already are?
xxxiv. John Gormley: No. we don’t want to be like UCSB either. We’ll allow bikes.
xxxv. Ms. Zolfaghari: Thank you.
xxxvi. Mr. Seery: I wanted to comment again about the clockwise turning. I was thinking maybe a counterclockwise. I was just thinking traffic wise, going clockwise, doing predominantly right hand turns would help everything move a lot quicker. Otherwise coming off that main road you are going to have people entering the campus turning left and people leaving the campus turning left and that’ll cause, I feel, a lot of traffic backlog.
xxxvii. John Gormley: This is still a compromise. We’re not saying this is the absolute right direction. Ultimately we want it to be all one way and ultimately not have any cars.
xxxviii. Ray Porris: That is why we have the traffic consultant. But we recognize what you are saying. This is the beginning of a reality. This may change in time but ultimately, before this is done you’ll be twenty years and on. Right now we are use to the easy, convenient way to change from that convenience isn’t easy. But ultimately it is going to be efficient.
xxxix. Mr. Seery: From that parking lot, how will the entrance/exit work?
xl. John Gormley: There will be connector roads.
xli. Mr. Seery: Will those be with a stop light or stop signs?
xlii. John Gormley: The specifics we don’t know yet.
xliii. Mr. Seery: Thank you. 
xliv. Kurt .Harris: Has there been any interest in opening gravel/ dirt lots
xlv. John Gormley: 1: There is an expense to that. 2. We have to provide lighting because it is the law. Yes, we have thought about it. We see the impacts but the cost is the challenge. 
xlvi. Mr. Barnes: We only have one question and then it becomes a discussion item.
xlvii. John Gormley: If you’re a freshman, you won’t know any different. As students come in, transformation happens a little faster than normal transition.
xlviii. Mr. Winston: You’re going to make a paved lot that’s more expensive that a dirt lot, but you can’t do a dirt lot with lights? I heard that paved lots were $20,000 per space.
xlix. John Gormley: No. It’s 2,000 per space to build it on the grade, it cost between 10,000- 20,000 to build a parking structure per space, which is why we are not exploring parking structures. 
l. Ms. Vega: How would we contact you because I have a whole bunch of questions?
li. John Gormley: Through the blog or email better than phone please. Sometimes it takes me a long time to return phone calls. 
lii. Ms. Vega: What will happen to Potrero? That one way idea seems like a pain. You can’t make that a two way? Commuters come from both ways on Potrero. 
liii. John Gormley: I understand we want the parking lot to move back that way.
liv. Ms. Vega: There are going to be severe budget cuts next year. So how are we funding this?
lv. John Gormley: That is a good question. We are looking at ways to fund this. Reserves possibly or bonds possibly. This is all tentative. If it is really bad, who knows what we’ll do. Maybe we won’t do anything. Like I said, someone’s got to come up with the money to do all this. We need to figure out a plan and then cost. Ok thank you all very much. Look for the student form after Thanksgiving. If you all have any more thoughts on how to publicize let us know. If you have any feedback let us know. Please let other students know about this because we want more feedback. Thank you.
