I. Call to order: 4:30 P.M.
II. Attendance

III. Approval of the Agenda:

a. August 31, 2011: Mr. Seery motioned to approve the agenda, motion seconded by Mr. Ashley, motion carries.
IV. Public Forum: 
a. Member of the public (student) expressed his concern with getting rid of certain parking spaces on campus. He and some classmates have been late to class because of the lack of spaces. Requests additional information on the campus’ plans to increase parking spaces for students. Mr. Kyle Harris (member of the public) stated the spots are being removed because the campus is doing construction on a new bridge for the campus entrance. Dr. Wm. Gregory Sawyer confirmed that the campus is building a new entrance road and information will go out globally as soon as they finalize the communication plan. Looking at new lots that may be dirt, the construction completion looks promising for next Fall semester. Last year had 3,600 students and this year the University has 4,200 students, so not only did the head count go up but the car count has increased as well. The majority of the classes are from 10-2pm so those times will be extremely difficult to get parking. Poses the question, how do we promote carpooling and public transit? Dr. Sawyer is looking to Student Government to assist with coming up with solutions. 
b. Mr. Spencer Keaster, wanted to get Student Government’s opinion on having a radio station on campus. Dr. Sawyer indicated that he had a student bring this to him a few years ago. The facilitation doesn’t come without resources. Students are free to relook at this possibility.
V. Special Presentation: 
a. Dr. Wm. Gregory Sawyer, Vice President for Student Affairs. Excited about this year’s Student Government. At CSSA conferences you may hear that you are “different” because of the way we are made up, but in reality,  we are the only CSU in compliance with how our Student Government falls within ASI. Student Government is in good hands with the Leadership in ASI. Don’t ever let anyone lower your standards. As leaders in Student Government you must have integrity; you need to be about what you say you’re about. This University makes changes for the students by the students. We are responsible for meeting students’ needs; saying what we will provide and then making sure we provide it. You must also act with excellence; if you’re going to do something always shoot for number one. Every day you come, come at your very best because you represent the students, all 4,200.
