Feedback 
Purpose: thoughts to adding or changing the purpose.
a. Ms. Lopez:  I think it is a great idea because every club serves a different purpose. The club that we are trying to start will have a 2.75 but I feel that this is beneficial to be able to set a GPA requirement when starting our own clubs. 
b. Mr. Ashley: Does having a GPA requirement make you still eligible to receive ASI funding?
c. Dr. Hoffman: As it stands now everyone is allowed to have these restrictions. This just makes it more known. 
Background
a. Mr. Wilson: I was reading this before and I think that it should be a 2.0 for a semester GPA and a 2.5 for cumulative for officers. For ASI clubs I was thinking for normal clubs a 1.5 semester and a 2.0 cumulative. If you are falling behind these numbers you really shouldn’t be in a club. 
b. Mr Randall:  I think it would be important to see if we could find some stats to back up how being in clubs helps students in school
c. Dr. Hoffman: What is in this power point is just the summary. There is substantial research in this area.  I did not include stats so much become they are very situational and vary based on what organization it is and the different components of said organization. 
d. Ms. Glassett: I think that I like the enrollment requirement and that the GPA requirement changes are great. I mean with the psychics club we just want membership. We are not concerned about grades but I understand the want to have a higher GPA
e. Mr. Wilson: I think that the 3 unit requirement should be kept because it is important and it shows that they are starting to be dedicated in their schooling. Whether you are an officer or a member the fact that you are dedicated to you schooling is important. 
f. Ms. Vega:  I do not understand why it is 3 units. Since the majority of classes are 3 units and up what student would be enrolled and not taking classes?
g. Dr. Hoffman: It is based on the assumption that if you are enrolled you are in 3 units. We just wanted it to be clear so there would not be any questions on it

Appeals and eligibility 
a. Mr. Wilson: I had a question about the appeals process. Since we have a problem with the academic process how would having this mentor take away from what they were doing i.e. grading papers or advising students. 
b. Dr. Hoffman: The mentor would be on a volunteer basis. Really we as a school have an obligation to help our students who are struggling. And it does not have to be an academic advisor.
c. Mr. Randall: I know that you showed that freshman can not be officers in a club and the reasoning is that you do not want to put the pressure on a freshman. When I came here as a transfer and I wanted to be an officer and start a club. As it stands now I already had three years of experience in college and I can not be an officer. Should I really be on the same level as a freshman? I think this might qualify me to be able to.
d. Mr. Seery: so just to clarify do you want it to be that they can be an officer or not?
e. Dr. Hoffman: They would be able to. The freshman is really the one I am unsure on but I believe transfer students should. But I have done the research about freshman and that first year and I know how hard it is on someone starting college for the first time.
f. Ms. Lopez: Is there a way that we could only make it so they can be an officer in only one club but not be a part of any more. As a freshman I could only handle school and SPB. I couldn’t do more. I think that freshman should only be allowed to be in say two clubs so they do not get overwhelmed 
g. Ms. Glassett: I know as a freshman I joined so many clubs because I didn’t know what I wanted to do. But that is the purpose we are suppose to make up our minds about what we like and what we want out of school. I think we should let clubs make their own decision about freshman. And what does the term hold mean?
h. Dr. Hoffman: It means that there are no outstanding fees that have not been paid. 
i. Ms. Vega: I think that freshman should maybe wait till the spring to be an officer in a club. Instead of that first semester.
j. Mr. Seery: I think I agree with everyone. One club officer if they earn it is fine. And I believe that since we usually find their officer at the start of the year they probably would not end but becoming one anyway. 
k. Mr. Wilson: I believe that freshmen are not ready to take on officer roles. I believe that some of them may be ready but the majority is not. I think it is beneficial to be a member still. And I do not think it is fair to place a freshman as an officer who ends up finding out that they can not handle it halfway through and then the club falls apart.
l. Ms. Lopez: I can see where Ben comes from but I feel that freshmen are adults. They are very passionate and that they can do it then let them. I wish I could have started my club as a freshman. 
m. Ms. Vega: Is there a rule that says a freshman can not start a club or be an officer. 
n. Dr. Hoffman: Yes there is. They can not till they have a CI GPA so just for that first semester. 
o. Mr. Ashley: I wanted to agree with what we have been saying. one officer for club and all the clubs they want.  I think they should be allowed to create clubs. I remember the greatest thing about this campus is that we can start what we want. However when you are the most passionate starting out is when you are stopped.  I am worried about the fact that having clubs make their own GPA then it would be a massive workload for you at the SEAL center. And when would the change in policy go into effect.  
p. JH the only work is eligibility requirements but we do not approve constitutions so the GPA requirements do not affect us. And yes the approved policy would come into effect right away

VIII. Discussion Items
a. Academic advising appointments: David Seery 
 I had a chance to meet with Sue Sanders. It seems there are a few normal issues, such as the budget doesn’t allow for the need. The not normal issue is that three of the academic advisors have been assigned to work with records and registrations, two for 16 hours, and one for 8 hours a week which is cutting into time for us. The reason is because of issues with the graduation process reports. Sue thinks it is important to have this accurate and this information helps to answer questions with graduation instead. They have made certain steps to help out as appose to last year. Instead of two peer advisors they have added seven  peer advisors but they are mostly only for freshman. They would like the more complicated upper classmen for the actual advisors. 
The way that the peer advising work is they have 16 hours is for advising and the rest is for research on student and the questions they have. A lot of the time things people come in for is not necessary for academic advising the front desk needs to look into better screening this. They are also looking into a half hour appointments instead of hour appointments.
Mr. Ashley: So most of the time is spent on not advising questions.
Mr. Seery: I have a paper you can look at. It has some of the common issues that students have. But navigating this is hard. Sue is looking to put it at the front desk in order to better serve students.
Ms. Vega: If it really is going to help students can we look to place this a lot of places on campus to help our students. 
Mr. Seery: Yes I agree completely
Ms. Glassett: I would also think to get this out to orientations leaders and staff so that they can accurately direct students in the right way possible
Mr. Ashley: Do you plan on having a follow up meeting? 
Mr. Seery Yes 
Mr. Ashley: Can we have them ask when they schedule the appointment what they are there for?
Mr. Seery: Yes she had said that they were dealing with a lot of new people that started in the beginning of the year when it is busy so they are not trained yet. I would like to yield time to Mr. Jordan to speak. 
Stephan Jordan: Can we utilize the different clubs to make this happen and reach more people?
Mr. Seery Yes we do this in housing with its advising events that serve many students in a short amount of time however it’s a quality over quantity.
Ms. Lopez: I know that when I go in to schedule an appointment they ask. Also I believe that the issue is the time spilt between the two offices. I mean if we took the time to train more people then we can better serve them.
Mr. Seery: Yeah I agree and I asked Sue when it is going to be over and she did not have a time frame.
Ms. Vega: I know that when there are freshman in my club I encourage them to ask me questions because I have gone through it. I think there is not a problem with the peer advisors answering more questions then just little ones
Dr. Hoffman: It is your degree that we are taking about and miss information causes you to be here another semester. 
Mr. Randall: I know that over summer I was here over for an appointment and there was hardly anyone. I would think we should push that more since it is so open. It took me two weeks to schedule a meeting. How long is the wait now?
Mr. Seery: that is what she had said as well. The next appointment is in mid December. 
Mr. Ashley: Have they even considered pointing people in the right direction instead of letting them meet with an advisor.
Mr. Seery:  It sounds like Sue wants it to be that way but it is not that way now. It takes time and training I know she said that it was mandated that she sends people to records and registration and that it was not her decision. 
Mr. Barnes: Maybe after next time you can bring back and we can discuss this further.
