John Butzer presented to Student Government on the Multicultural constituency. He explained his mission as a representative in this area. The name changes of the constituency from Multicultural Programs to Intercultural Programs because it is more inclusive and supportive of the exchange the center would like to focus on. He promoted events that will be held by the Intercultural Center. Butzer, explained his method of outreach to his constituents. We aims to find out how the university can better meet student’s needs and what he can do to make this change.

iii. Provost and AVP of Academic Affairs (Dr. Hutchinson – Time Certain 9:30 a.m.)
Presented the Strategic Planning presentation to the Student Government. Purpose is to guide the university and make informed decisions so that we stay on track. 

Strategic Priority- facilitates student success and defining what it means, it begins with access. Once we have them in the door how do we support them?  It has to be more than a productivity measure, we want to get more students to graduate and have them take less time but still have a wholesome experience. 

High Quality Edu- rigor of courses and education. Making sure you get the best content, knowledge skill, but also applied. The courses where you learn a lot from the content and also from how you applied it. 

Realizing Our Future- Organizational development, committee structure and where you contribute. Building sustainable infrastructure, leveraging the use of technology. Seeking public and private

This typically happens in five-year spurts. As we revise this plan, the mission statement is the same and our priorities are the same but the way we go about achieving these is the same. 

Sanders: Didn’t realize how many definitions of student success there are, so it is very important for us to define it. I appreciate that is collaborates with our mission. Question about assessment, when we have a new plan, how do we look back on the previous plan and see what we need to change?

Hutchinson: The detail is going to be in the five areas, they are going to be developing their strategic plan specifically and how they measure their goal. This also helps see where we need t put our money when we get funding. We have not done that part yet. President Rush wanted us to have community meetings. We had one is Oxnard, and in Camarillo and the next one is in Santa Barbara in early December. Another time we could bring more specific division plans. We want to align our budget plans closer to our strategic plans.  

Bahena: Is there a specific date for December 
Hutchinson: Not yet

Sanders: I will share the date because I get the invitation

Hutchinson: We have had community colleges, corporations, businesses and many service men and women. Conversation about transferability, making sure students have practical application, quantitative skills and working with teams. How does CI help students gain entry into the work force. 

Sanders: with the community asking how students will be prepared, could you share more about the academic master plan that will help take us to the next level, were not competing but are nationally recognized. 

Hutchinson: That is complicated, think about our enrollment, we just hit the 6,000 student mar and thee is significant change in the student body. We have as the Master Plan shows, capacity to grow. Challenge as we grow is how we can get the state and the CSU to give us more resources, and that way we can see our trajectory be steady. We need enough classes, parking, courses, and quality faculty. Making sure we keep the intimate feel. 

Sanders: Diversity of faculty, making sure the faculty look like the students. What are some things we do here on campus to ensure that. We incorporate language that makes sure they embrace diversity. Not just diversity but also interdisciplinary courses. We have to rely on other opportunity professional journals for African American or Latino or others to recruit and use our networks. There are many colleagues who know of up and coming underrepresented faculty. It is difficult but our commitment is strong and our efforts are great. We diversified out ranks but with time we will get better at it. 

Sanders: At the beginning of the year, we talked about inclusive language. I wasn’t sure if there is a way that we as students could move these efforts forward. I know there is the balance of academic freedom but how can we help influence that. 

Hutchinson: One of the issues that always came up for me was we spend lot of time with our students but we do very little to check the perceptions and biases of our faculty. Even faculty ho you think are most diverse. We have the CME, with Julia Balen and approaching her with the idea of a workshop with students and have a partnership with Academic Affairs, and the trick would be having students and faculty. 

Zaki: you said there were 200 applicants

Hutchinson: There were 1400 applicants but only 2100 spots

Zaki: Do you know the direction the school si taking for how we accept applications are we going more for diversity or grades

Hutchinson: We have criteria set up; let me get it for you.

SIRF Resolution DRAFT

Whereas,       The mission of California State University Channel Islands (CI), Student Government (SG) is to place the students at the center of their educational experience by leading with integrity, selflessly serving the student and the University on a local, state and national level and

 

Whereas,       CI SG serves as the official representative voice of CI students and

 

Whereas,       CI SG is an entity of the Associated Students Incorporated (ASI) of California State University Channel Islands, and

 

Whereas,       CSSA provides a collective voice all 437,000 CSU students to the state government, California State University system and other state boards and commissions

 

Whereas,       CSSA is a non-partisan membership-based advocacy organization government by a student Board of Directors composed of the officially recognized representatives of each of the 23 CSU's

 

Whereas,       CSSA is seeking a four-dollar statewide Student Involvement and Representation Fee (SIRF) as part of a long-term effort to provide the CSU students opportunities to become engaged in and involved with the governance of the CSU system and the state of California

Student Trustees: Statement on the Student Success Fee Working Group Recommendations

Introduction 

In June of 2014, Governor Brown signed SB 860, Chapter 34, which amended the California Education Code to place a moratorium on new student success fees within the California State University (CSU) system until January 1, 2016. 

In addition to the moratorium, SB 860 required Chancellor Timothy White to carry out a review of all student success fees during the 2014-2015 fiscal year and make recommendations to the Board of Trustees on changes to the fee policy. In June of 2014, chair of the Board of Trustees Lou Monville created the Working Group on Category II campus-based mandatory student success fees. This group was charged with studying the role, process, and enactment of Student Success Fees and has created recommendations that will be formally presented at the November Board of Trustees meeting. 

The following is a general statement of opinion from the two Student Trustees, Talar Alexanian (voting member) and Kelsey Brewer (non-voting member), on the proposed recommendations. 

Recommendation One: Hybrid Consultative-Referendum Process 

The Working Group has recommended that any proposed student success fee go through a meticulous consultation process in order to educate students on the uses, impact, and cost of the fee. After the consultation process concludes, all students who are eligible to vote in student government elections will be eligible to vote in a binding, student referendum on the fee proposal. If the Board of Trustees adopts this recommendation it will only affect newly proposed fees; all success fees that are currently in place will remain unchanged. However, if a campus considers a new addition to an existing fee, they will be required to follow the new process outlined above. 

The Student Trustees feel that this recommendation is a positive one. A thorough consultation process provides the campus and their stakeholders with invaluable information about their students’ perspectives and needs. Coupled with students having the final, binding vote, this hybrid system elevates students to their rightful place as the most important stakeholders on their campuses and within the CSU system as a whole. We strongly believe that this recommendation will eliminate the lack of political efficacy that many students have expressed with respect to the fee proposal process. 

Recommendation Two: Initial Involvement of the Chancellor 

The Working Group has recommended that any campus proposing a new fee or an increase to an existing fee that is not an “automatic step-increase”, must meet with the Chancellor prior to beginning the consultation process. The Chancellor will be required to approve the proposed process before the campus can move forward. Additionally, if a student success fee proposal fails or is terminated for any reason during the process, the campus must wait a full, academic year before creating and presenting another proposal. 

The Student Trustees feel that this recommendation is a positive one. Initial involvement from the Chancellor will allow for proper oversight of campus presidents and will mitigate any issues with the consultation process prior to it beginning on the campus. We also believe that, by allowing only one proposal per academic year, the campus will be able to engage in a truly meaningful consultation process with their students. If a proposal was to fail, the campuses will have a plethora of information to improve and engage the campus community with their next fee proposal. 

Recommendation Three: Online Accountability Protocol

The Working Group has recommended that every campus be required to have a transparent, online accountability protocol, which clarifies the decision-making process and the allocation of fees. Every campus, including ones where a fee is already in place, will be required to follow this recommendation. Additionally, all campus advisory groups that are involved in the recommendation or decision-making process on fund allocation must have a student majority.

The Student Trustees feel that this recommendation is a positive one. As the representatives of the CSU students, we know the importance of meeting students where they are; and our students are overwhelming in the online, digital space. By placing the accountability process online, students will have access to information that will allow them to be engaged, informed, and active in all parts of the fee process from proposal through implementation. We also support the mandate that campus advisory groups must have a student majority. Students are the most important stakeholders in this process and on their campuses, and they should have a voice that accurately represents that importance. 

Remaining Discussion Items: Board of Trustees Approval of Certain Success Fee Allocations

The Working Group was unable to reach consensus on the approval authority for category II fees when such fees are for classroom purposes and/or services that are historically covered by tuition and state funding. This includes staff and faculty hiring and expanded course offerings. There are two options moving forward. One recommendation is that the existing policy that allows the Chancellor to have the final authority on Category II fees is sufficient. The other recommendation is that the Board of Trustees should have the final approval authority on areas typically covered by tuition and state funding. 

The Student Trustees feel that as long as the agreed upon recommendations are implemented, there is no need for the Board of Trustees to have final authority over traditionally state-funded allocations. The recommendations listed above will provide for a transparent, representative, and fair process that values students during every phase of the process. Additionally, the recommended process will allow individual campus cultures to be reflected in the final fee proposal sent to the Chancellor. After engaging in the consultation and referendum process, these success fees will have the direct approval of students. To allow the Board of Trustees (which does not have a student majority) to change or modify a student-approved fee, is contradictory to the idea that our students are the most important voice in the decision-making process.
