ii. Academic Affairs Presentation (Marcus Wurtz)

Also deals with strategic plans, allocation of Academic affairs resources, policies, programs (more majors/minors). Run by the Provost Office. There are many components; Academic and Administrative Units, Schools, Centers and Institutions (HLI). Provost provides direction regarding accreditation, they consult with the academic senate and university committees to maintain focus on mission and pillars and enhance student learning. Any offices that report to Provost MVS.  School of Edu. , Library, all these units have their Associate VP. Programs categorized into minors and majors and then categorized into schools. All these majors come together and talk about what is affecting their school and that will be taken to the provost. Academic Master plan outlines all the new programs up until 2019, six new masters programs. Graduate studies, there is a while division dedicated to student needs, any masters students foes to the Graduate Studies Center. Provides support for graduate students, in El Dorado Hall. 

Academic Advising

Met with Sue Saunders, we talked about Student Feedback for the advising center. They are working on a survey. Every Academic Advisor will have a laptop, or they will have you go back to the main office and complete it. If you would like a copy I can send it out.

Whereas, The mission of California State University Channel Islands (CI), Student Government (SG) is to place the students at the center of their educational experience by leading with integrity, selflessly serving the student and the University on a local, state and national level and

 

Whereas, CI SG serves as the official representative voice of CI students and

 

Whereas, CI SG is an entity of the Associated Students Incorporated (ASI) of California State University Channel Islands, and


 
Whereas, CSSA is the recognized student representative body of over 440,000 students of the California State University (CSU) system and
 

Whereas, CSSA is a non-partisan membership-based advocacy organization government by a student Board of Directors composed of the officially recognized student representatives of each of the 23 CSU's
Whereas ,upon the recommendation of this student 2013-2014 Board of Directors the CSSA approached the CSU Board of Trustees to institute a system wide fee for the CSSA and 
 

Whereas, CSSA is seeking a Student Involvement and Representation Fund (SIRF) as part of a long-term effort to provide the CSU students opportunities to become engaged in and involved with the governance of the CSU system and the state of California

 

Whereas, The primary goal of the proposal is to stabilize CSSA’s finances in order to allow for programs to be developed and strengthened with the purpose of increasing currently limited involvement and representation
 Whereas, SIRF is a two dollar per semester fee ( four dollar per year) fee
Whereas, SIRF is an opt-out fee that provides individual students the option not to pay the fee rather than creating a mandatory fee for both current and future students and
 

Whereas,  CI SG believes in shares governance, and giving students a voice in the establishment and dissemination of their fees, and SIRF allows them to directly contribute to being represented on a local, state and nation-wide level
Whereas, SIRF ensures consistent student representation at state and federal levels

 

Whereas, The operational, financial and systematic changes brought about by SIRF will be discussed and established by students 
 

Resolved, That the students of CI affirm the CSU student-led proposal to create a Student Involvement and Representation Fund and be it further 

 

Resolved, That CI SG will take an active role in advocating for an increased student presence in local, state and nation-wide politics and be it further 

 

Resolved, That CI SG will actively work to continue to inform and engage students regarding the efforts of CSSA and its purpose and plans for the future and be it finally
Resolved that CI SG will create a plan of action for informing students about their options in regards to SIRF and the processes of pursing to opt out as well as more in depth involvement with the organization and its functions
