1. Some schools are talking about marches or walkouts to show their support against the potential tuition increase 

a. Director Mena believes this will be counterproductive and believes the best way to handle this issue is to have a town hall meeting where they talk about the tuition increase and will have postcards at those events for students to write their experiences on and then we can bring them to our legislatures 
b. President Noyes mentioned that two resolutions were discussed, one for mental health and the second is for undocumented students
