Public Forum
Public forum is intended as a time for any member of the public to address the Senate on issues affecting any student(s) and/or organizations of California State University Channel Islands.

I. Juan Paulo asks the senate if creating a community garden has ever been discussed because it would be more sustainable than relying on food drives.
a. Senator Perez states that there is currently a community garden inside housing for those students, but there is no garden for the entire school.

b. Juan Paulo asks who is maintaining the garden currently.

c. Senator Perez states that it is currently being maintained by housing students.

II. Director Mumford would like to state her report now because she has to leave the meeting early because of Smooth Talk with Doc. She states that the events committee spoke about the eating on a student’s budget noon forum as well as Maximus awards.
III. Director Mena would like to state that lobby corps met with Jacqui Irwin.

IV. Juan Paulo asks the senate if anyone has thought of making administrators taking a budget cut in order to stop the tuition increase from happening. 
a. The senate responds that this has been thought of but is not a sustainable way to fix this issue.
Special Presentations
I. Special Presentations – 
i. Leadership Orientations - Genevieve Evans Taylor (30 minutes)

1. Genevieve states that this presentation is normally an hour therefore she will try and shorten it as much as possible

2. She talks about all of the different information that is out there when it comes to leadership and simply looking online for what leadership is will not work

3. True leadership capacity will be shown during the hard moments 

4. Genevieve challenges student government members to think about how they are being leaders and how does our kind of leadership line up with the relational leadership model

5. Genevieve’s PowerPoint slide will be added as a supporting document 

ii. Robert’s Rules of Order Review – Chief Justice Burns (15 minutes)
1. Chief Burns directs everyone to the Robert’s Rules of Order tab inside each person’s binder, this section includes a summary of the rules
2. Chief Burns clarified that a point of order is a way for the senate to try and keep everyone on track

3. According to Robert’s Rules of Order we are supposed to stand up each time we wish to speak and are supposed to refer to Vice President Pelayo as “Madame chair” and then are supposed to speak

4. When it comes to speaking, members of the senate are able to speak once and then you have to wait for anyone who wants to speak to have that opportunity before senate members have the chance to speak again

a. This applies to senators who yield their time to the member of the public as well (yielding counts as your turn speaking)

5. President Noyes states that if the senate feels that something from Robert’s Rules of Order is unnecessary, the senate can create a resolution that would override Robert’s Rules of Order

a. We can also create an internal procedure 

b. Senator Fernandez would like to create a rule to override the standing and stating “Madame chair” rule

6. Senator Hunt asks what point of privilege is 

a. Chief Burns states that point of privilege is something a senator states when they want to change the temperature or noise level inside the room the meeting is being conducted in
