I. Special Presentations – 
i. Potential Campus Solar Energy Project – John Gormley, Assistant Vice President of Planning Design & Construction (15 minutes)
1. Presented a PowerPoint presentation that will be added as a supporting document

2. We get our power from the power plant that has been here since before the university 

a. The pricing of this energy has been lower than market price so we have not needed solar energy in the past

3. We are now in need of more energy as the university grows therefore we are looking into solar panel options

4. Our current agreement with SoCal Edison expires next year which allows us to have freedom and flexibility 
5. Our power plant is at the end of its lifecycle but it can remain functioning for a few more years

6. We have explored bringing renewable energy many times over the last ten years and this has brought us to solar energy

7. We are exploring the idea of bringing solar energy in the form of car ports to parking lots that buildings cannot be built on 

8. We would sell our energy and would store energy for future use

9. President Noyes asks if there will be any financial burdens on students to see these plans out

10. No, this would come out of our current budget 

11. There is an approval process that our current system uses and this would not dramatically impact our parking situation 

12. Director Mumford asks if they have any cons when this plan was proposed

13. Because we need to find alternative sources of energy, though this is costly, this option is less costly than other options 

14. Director Mumford asks if these will be above a parking structure

15. There will be a post in the ground, a structure that covers the car and the solar panels will go on top of that structure

16. Chief Christopher asks if these structures would raise parking pass prices

17. No this will not raise parking fees 

18. Senator Ewing asks if there will be several bids from different companies

19. They will be soliciting bids from different vendors that the chancellor’s office has already pre-approved

ii. S. RES.005 - #HuntDoctrineOfBusinessAgricultureOf2017 – Senator Hunt (5 minutes)

1. It was brought to Senator Hunt’s attention by one of his professor’s that agriculture has dramatically changed in recent years 

2. Because of this, Senator Hunt believes expanding the current business major would increase job opportunities for CI students 

3. Director Mumford would like to encourage the senate to approve this resolution because she has seen online that the agriculture industry needs people with a business background 

4. Chelsea Lincoln asks what different jobs a student could get 

5. It was answered that people with accounting backgrounds could get these jobs

6. President Noyes encourages the senate to approve this resolution with the addition of citations

iii. S. 003 – EwingThankYouFromStudentGovernment# - Senator Ewing (8 minutes)
1. She wrote this resolution because she noticed unpaid positions working above and beyond their mandatory hours and would like to thank them for their hard work

2. The ASI stole is $50 which is expensive for unpaid positions 

3. Director Mumford asks if Senator Ewing knows of any places that make stoles for $30 

4. It was answered that she does not know this information at this time but could look into this further

5. Senator Ehrich would like to state that she purchased a psychology stole for $20 

6. Vice President Pelayo states that the communication stole can be purchased for $20 from the bookstore as well; she would also like to add that the 2017-2018 student government budget has already been set 

7. Senator Massie states that stoles are less expensive when not purchased in mass 

8. Chief Justice Burns states that student government should be able to make its own stoles but needs to get approval from ASI 

9. President Noyes states that it is against ASI policy to purchase items for a student; because of this we would not be able to pay for the stoles but student government can still make their own stoles if they wish

10. Director Mumford states that this stole can be viewed as an honor/an award which can be purchased by ASI, therefore this should be able to come out of the budget

11. Vice President Pelayo states that due to budget rules, a stole is not an option; she proposes the idea of creating medals for seniors which they could receive and wear under their gown 
12. Senator Altman calls for division of the house

1. Senator Massie states that student government is not well known on campus

2. He believes by using hashtags on bills and resolutions will help to bring awareness of student governments legislation

3. Senator Sailor asks if someone can bring a bill or resolution in the future if it is not named in this manner

4. Senator Ewing asks for clarification

5. Senator Massie answers that future legislation would have to be named using this manner

6. President Noyes states that student government is seen as a professional organization and if the bill or resolution talks about a serious manner, having a # may look unprofessional

a. These bills and resolutions are sometimes sent off campus as well 

7. Senator Hunt states that serious documents may look unprofessional if they have a # in the title 

8. Senator Perez asks if the year will be mandatory on bills and resolutions and would like to state that he does not think # will look bad on student government
9. It was answered that the year will be mandatory on the title

10. Chief Justice Burns stated that we could change it from being the short title of a bill or resolution to being an official # title 
11. Motion to approve this bill: Senator Perez

12. Seconded this motion: Senator Sailor

13. Director Mumford states that if the issue is professionalism, all student government members should be expected to dress and act professionally

14. Senator Ewing asks Chief Burns for clarification regarding the IAC within this bill

15. Chief Justice Burns states that part of this resolution gives the IAC the power to structure how a bill and resolution are formatted  

16. 4 in favor – 3 opposed – 1 abstention 

17. Legislation is not approved  

18. This was re-voted on at the end of the meeting

v. S. 002 #BylawOverhaulActOf2k17 – Senator Altman, Senator Massie, and Internal Affairs Committee (60 minutes)

1. This would completely overhaul our current bylaws

2. The IAC took out the point system, the impeachment process and complaint process 

a. The judicial branch would hold a trial 

3. The bylaws reference sections that exists compared to the previous bylaws which did not

4. The IAC would have the power to format the bylaws 

5. Senator Ewing asks if changes can be made to these bylaws, we would need a motion to approve this first

15. Director Mumford would like to state that the Director of Events is expected to attend multiple events which student government is not always represented at, she would like it to be changed that the Director of Events is expected to attend events that the president and senate see fit 

16. President Noyes would like to state that line 116 and 117 should be taken out of the bylaws 

17. Senator Ewing moves to amend the Director of Events position as stated above

18. Seconded this amendment: Senator Ehrich

19. 8 in favor – 0 opposed – 0 abstentions to approve this amendment 

20. Senator Massie would like to amend the bylaws to include that standing committees should consist of no more than 6 members on line 814

21. Senator Ehrich seconded this amendment

23. Vice President Pelayo states that some of President Noyes amendments cannot be considered to be friendly amendments 

24. Helen Alatorre states that friendly amendments can only be made to amendments that we are proposing right now, not to the document themselves

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Greenhouse Gas (GHG) emissions reduction goals

* California: Achieve a decrease to 1990 emissions levels by 2020, and 40% below 1990 levels by
2030. (A 2050 target of 80% below 1990 levels also exists under Executive Order.)

* CSU: Adheres to state 2020 and 2030 goals, and sets 80% below 1990 levels by 2040.

Renewable energy/energy efficiency targets

* California: Procure 33% of energy from renewable sources by 2020, and 50% by 2030. Also,
double energy efficiency in existing buildings by 2030.

*  CSU: Seeks to exceed 33% before the 2020 goal. Sets goal to increase on-site/renewable self-
generation from 44 megawatts (MW) to 80 MWs by 2020.

CP’s climate commitment
* In April 2015, former President Rush signed American College and University President’s Climate

Commitment, with aim towards carbon neutrality.
* CI's Climate Action Plan is due in 2017.

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Channel Islands Power Plant and Fiscal Challenges

Cost of solar infrastructure has decreased significantly

*  The state’s clear commitment to reducing GHG emissions, and support for renewable technology
proliferation has helped costs of solar manufacturing and installation to decrease by 80 percent and 60
percent, respectively.

Costs to operate and maintain Cl Power Plant are significant, and expected to
increase

* Maintenance overhauls required every 50,000 hours of operation ($4-6 million).

» Cap-and-Trade Fees: approximately $1.5 million annually, and will continue to grow.

Future Power Purchasing Agreement (PPA) with SoCal Edison is uncertain
* Current PPA expires in April 2018.
* Negotiations for new agreement unsuccessful to-date.

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A vision for a solar-powered CI

*  Will closely examine our solar opportunities and potential capacity.

O Preliminary capacity estimate is approximately
8-10 MW.

« Cl energy demand is between 1.5 - 3.0 MWs, surplus
energy produced would be possible revenue source.

O Installation possibilities include solar farm in
northwest campus floodplain, parking lot carport
solar, and solar roofs.
