A. Informational Item (Director Martinez 10 minutes)
i. Constitution Day
a. Director Martinez talked about Constitution Day and gave a presentation, which will be added as a supporting document
b. Director Martinez opened the floor for questions
i. Vice President Mumford asked if he’d like the Student Government members to wear patriotic attire to which Director Martinez agreed
ii. Advisor Alatorre asked how many volunteers Director Martinez will need for this event
1. Director Martinez replied that he will need 10 volunteers to sign up for 30-minute shifts and advised anyone interested to see him after the meeting
B. Discussion Item (Vice President Mumford 60 Minutes)
i. Let’s Talk DACA Logistics 
a. Vice President Mumford went over the logistics page and this document will be added as a supporting document
b. Advisor Alatorre mentioned that the event was initially only supposed to be advertised via social media and is now confused about the flyers
c. Senator Fernandez mentioned that the wanderers can help rather than just holding signs, they can walk around and talk to people and encourage their participation
d. Senator Christopher mentioned that the arrows are not a bad idea so long as they are legible and students are able to follow them easily because the courtyard is a difficult location to arrive to
