Legal action threatening DACA impacts roughly 10k CSU 
dreamer students and 500 DACA recipients working for the 
CSU
We urge for a bipartisan legislative solutions to protect and 
support Dreamers with a clear pathway to citizenship and 
access to Title IV federal student aid. 

- 1st step is for Congress to pass the DREAM Act
