III. Approval of the Agenda:

V. Public Forum: Public Forum: 

a
Member of the public, Mr. Steven Jordan, expressed his thoughts on the Involvement Fair that took place yesterday, September 6th.  He mentioned that not all clubs were represented and that there was little awareness and advertisements about the event for new students.  In addition, he explained that the school’s website pertaining club information is not easy to find.  Mr. Dave Ashley agreed and added that the school calendar did not advertise this event and suggested to post important events directly to a social networking site, such as Facebook, which would be much more effective.  Dr. Hoffman announced that only processed meeting requests are included in the school calendar.  She further explained that the calendar system is being currently updated to be more user friendly and to have a more appealing appearance.  Sometimes computer errors or glitches are also the reason of some events not showing up on the calendar.  Mr. David Seery suggested adding a scroll calendar to the school’s home webpage that is includes information that is most relevant to students.  Ms. Bianca Vega proposed adding another option tab the MyCI link to advertise school clubs.  Vice President Mr. Jason Barnes recommended moving this discussion to next week’s meeting to allow more time for further points of concern.

Chris, (member of the public) reintroduced his skateboarding petition to the members of the conference room.  He appreciated the knowledge and advice he received from the Student Government.  Chris announced that he already wrote a purpose statement and proposal.  Mr. Jason Barnes explained that the resolution for this petition is no longer valid since it was written from last year’s Student Government.  An updated resolution is now needed.  The petition has received a lot of support from the Channel Islands community with 600 signatures.

Member of the public expressed interest about starting a fundraiser on campus.  Dr. Evans-Taylor took interest in this and is looking for more information on this.

Michael Milligan, (member of the public) informed the members of the conference room that he is working on setting up radio programming for the students.  Mr. Ben Wilson suggested attending the RHA meeting on upcoming Monday, September 12th.

Member of the public Mr. Steven Jordan asked about placing a bicycle rack outside the Student Union and possibly outside the library.  Members of the conference room will look into the placement of these in the proposed areas.

Special Presentations:

a
Dr. Evans-Taylor Executive Director of ASI gives presentation to members of the Student Government on professionalism.  She explains how the Senators are always in the public eye and setting.  Mr. David Seery said it is important to act professionally in order for others to “take you seriously, trust you, and respect you as a responsible individual.”  Mr. Mason Randall explained with social networking sites such as Facebook and the weekly minutes reported from Student Government, many things are posted online for all to see.  Dr. Evans-Taylor informed the Senators that the faculty and staff “care enough about Student Government and what the members are doing. The reputation of CI is greatly influenced by you all.”  If more trust is built, more opportunities will be offered for the Student Government.  In addition, the ideas and thoughts of Student Government members will be more welcomed.  The way someone dresses also really makes a big impact on professionalism.  Wearing a business suit sends a serious message rather than wearing jeans and a T-shirt.  Attire is a crucial first impression.  Body language and behavior are also key in professionalism.  Maintaining eye contact, listening attentively, being prepared, arriving on time, avoiding distractions like cell phones, and sitting upright all are approved mannerisms.  Dr. Evans-Taylor also reminded the members of Student Government how to properly make introductions.  It is best to introduce someone of a lower position or status to those of higher rank.

Removal of Gloria Romero Act.  Ms. Thompson, a few years ago Student Government added the Gloria Romero Act to their bylaws; this was done with good intention to follow the spirit of the act.  Suggest this body take out Gloria Romero Act and place what about the Act that they agree to follow. This body is not a Student Body Organization but a recognized student organization under Student Leadership Programs. The Act does not allow for leniency within certain situation.
