Bahena- Dolphin Cash

Forrester- Freshman want to be proud of their university and purchase things at the bookstore and not being able to show their connection to the campus, is unfortunate. 

Butzer- Bookstore provides great resources like supplies, money that has already been accounted for, there is not reason to why student shouldn’t be able to make purchases there. The money is going into their academics.
