· Senate Internal Affairs Committee Election – Chief Justice Forrester (20 minutes)
· Reminder of the nominations of Senator Dennis, Senator Salgado, Senator Hunt, and Senator Altman.
· Asked if any other nominations would be submitted.
· Seeing none, Chief Forrester moved on and reminded everyone the purpose of the Senate Internal Affairs Committee. We will be doing a roll call vote.
· President Reyna said that Director Pelayo will take roll again and Chief Forrester will record the votes. 
· Roll call vote was taken with the vote tally resulting in Salgado, Altman, and Hunt as the three Senators serving on the SIAC.
· Chief Forrester reminded everyone of the possibility of including a non-voting exciofficio member. The IAC meeting will be coordinated after the meeting.

i. Fit CI campaign – Director Pelayo and Senator Uribe (15 minutes)

· Senator Uribe gave a rundown of what the social media campaign is and the purpose of it.

· The goal is to promote

· Healthy eating, physical activities, mentally stable.
· Services, dining arrangements on campus for dietary.

·  SHS and CAPS for mental wellness.

·  Campus rec and intermural sports for physical wellness.
· Students catch on to hashtag to promote movement themselves. Opens the opportunity for students to see how other students are getting in shape. 

· Under the hashtag students will discover pictures and alternative health methods on campus.
· Battle of the clubs games would be promoted through #FitCI
· Director Pelayo talked about the promotion of the Farmers Market and the use of sub hashtags where students will be asked to participate in videos on Instagram #fitcitips #cifittips.
· Senator Uribe will table with other organizations on campus, psychological and recreational.
· Marketing material, Instagram and Facebook, looked into promo items, bracelets to get hashtag exposed.

ii. Noon Forum SWOT – President Reyna (15 minutes)
· President Reyna said she would like to talk about the strength weaknesses and opportunities of the Black Lives Matter Noon Forum. She would also like to address comments made by Senators that have said that we did not vote on the noon forum events. She said that this is not the case with Pizza with the President and Smooth Talk with Doc and these forums should be treated the same way.
